The Bible Is the Only Book of Inspiration (16)

that every word of the Bible is true.

“Doctrine (what is right)...reproof (what is wrong)...correction
(how to get it right)...instruction in righteousness (how to stay right)”

In the Parable of the Sower Jesus compared the Word of God to
the seed that was sown, Matthew 13.
1 Peter 1:23, “having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of
God which lives and abides forever”
